Ways to Help Your Child Succeed in 4th Grade

1. Keeping your child accountable for his/her homework by looking at his/her planner each night and checking homework on my website. Please check homework on a daily basis to see that it is really done.  (You can ask your child to bring home all work done each day to see that it really has been completed and is readable!)

2. Making sure homework is put back into the backpack as soon as it is finished and not left at home.

3. Making sure your child is on time to school.

4. Setting up a certain place where you child can do homework.  This should be in a quiet place, free from distractions.

5. Having your child read for approximately 20 minutes each night.

6. Making sure that your child gets plenty of sleep each night and that her/she eats a healthy breakfast each morning.

7. Helping your child pack a healthy snack and lunch.  Snack time is in the middle of the morning.

8. Making sure to take the time to read carefully all the information that goes home each week in the Friday folder, signing the folder that shows you have seen its contents, and returning permission slips, etc. in a timely manner.

9. Checking the 4th grade website each day for announcements and homework assignments.
